Fibbing

Fibs
have
six lines.
Syllables
add two previous
numbers: 1-1-2-3-5-8.

Fibs: Syllable Count: 1-1-2-3-5-8 etc.
The sequence adds adjacent numbers.
1+1=2.,  2+1=3, 3+2= 5 , 5+3=8 etc.
Can be flush left, right or centered.
Can be in sequences: duos, trios,
quatros, patterned on the page into
wings and diamonds.  Reversed.  Fibs
are very versatile.
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
