a The arrival of tsunami debris
b brings invasive species, Japanese goods
c for volunteers to pick up on west coast

c Following currents from Japan to coast
a comes sea hitch-hikers and dock with debris,
b mementoes, fishing gear among the goods.

b Gatherers try to find owners of goods
c beach-combing sand strands along rocky coast
a sifting out treasures amid the debris

a-b-c Debris and tsunami goods dumped on coast.

Tritrina:

1.  Like a short sestina.  Usually iambic pentameter.
2.  Syllable Count: converted from iambic pentameter would be ten.
3.  Triplets: with an envoy.
4.  Rhyme Scheme: a-b-c   c-a-b   b-c-a
5.  Use same end words for the rhymes.
6.  Envoy is 1-2-3 end words in the last line.
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
